By train  

 

    •   3 miles from Camborne station. 

 

    • 2 miles from Redruth station. 

      

By car 

 

    •   On the A30 take the Tolvadden interchange between Camborne and Redruth on to  

  the A3047 (signposted Pool). Go straight ahead at the traffic lights (two sets) and  

  proceed along Dudnance Lane, following the left hand bend and then turning right,  

   the railway bridge (signposted Four Lanes). Turn left, then right and carry on until you reach 

the village of Piece. After 400 yards, turn right, following the signpost saying Great Flat 

Lode, to the mine site. 

 

There is a large free car park at South Wheal Frances.

 •  No. 42 Camborne - Falmouth via Four Lanes and Stithians; 82 Truro-Helston.

   •  The Mineral Tramways Great Flat Lode Trail starts at South Wheal Frances.

About the trail 

 

    •  Approximate walking time: Allow 1 hour.  

 

    •  Grade of Walk: Easy (moderate in parts). The terrain consists of well maintained

    •  Accessibility: Suitable for wheelchair users. 

 

    •  Toilets: There are no toilet facilities. 

 

    •  Health & Safety: The trail takes you through an area of unfenced building remains 

 with possible climbing hazards.  Please take care not to place yourself or others at risk 

 whilst enjoying the landscape. 

  

    • Other trails: South Wheal Frances is part of the Mineral Tramways Great Flat Lode 

 Trail.
